b y very n a rrow  m a rgin s  —  b y as little as 
14 votes,” says C h a rlie H arrison , b oa rd  
m em b er o f the S ta te C om m ittee for  Pro ­
gress  (SC P). “Tren t Franks (m ore ab ou t 
h im  la ter) w as  elected  b y a  m a rgin  o f on ly 

226 votes .”
Th e goa ls  o f the SCP, a ccord ing to 

H arrison , a re to seek ou t cand ida tes  w h o 
a re sym pathetic to lesb ia n  and gay issu es 
and su pport th em  w ith  m oney and/or 
volu n teers  and  a lso to w ork  aga in s t those 

in  office w h o a re opposed  to those issu es  

and concerns.

O ne ferven tly hopes  not.

P ro p o si t io n  103 . Th e m ost ba llyhooed 
p rop os ition  in  the sta te is Prop. 103, a  
p iece o f legis la tion  p ittin g  the m edica l 
field  a ga in s t the legal field. Its in ten t is  to 
lim it dam ages  aw ardab le in  a  lia b ility 
su it, theoretica lly p reven tin g ju ries  from  

b ein g p rofliga te in  th eir  awards. W h a t it 
w ill a lso do is  m ake con tin gen cy cases 
(cases in  w h ich  a  p rosecu tin g law yer’s 

fees  are collected on ly u pon  receivin g 
ju d gm en t in  her/h is  fa vor) less appea lih g 
for  litiga tors  to take, and  w ill lim it b oth  

p u n itive and “pa in  and  su fferin g” dam ­
ages. Prop. 103’s cla im  to redu ce in su r ­
ance p rem iu m s  has b een  fou n d  to b e 

u n tru e in  b oth  sta tes and m u n icipa lities . 
A n ti- 103 sp okesm a n  H ow ard  F isch er 
p oin ted  ou t in  a  N e w  T im e s  article, “If 
you  cap costs, i f  you  cap p u n itive dam ­
ages, there is no in cen tive for  b u s in ess  to 
com ply w ith  th ose laws. W h y b oth er to fix  

it if you  on ly have to pa y ou t $250,000?” 
Also, w h ile lim itin g  fees for  the p la in tiffs  
lawyers, there is  no con cu rrin g lim it for 
the defen da n t’s lawyers. In effect, accord ­

in g  to Ju dge N oel Fidel in  the sam e 
article, “the p ro s ide is  tellin g voters  they 
shou ld  vote for th is  becau se they’re too 

du m b  to b e tru s ted  as ju rors .” A rizon a  

ju rors  have p roven  n ot to b e taken  in  b y 
a n y p ros ecu tin g a ttorn ey’s s on g and 

dance, and you ’re n ot too du m b  to deter ­
m ine extra ord in a ry dam ages  if  chosen  to 

serve on  a  ju ry. In short, Prop. 103 is  a  rea l 

loser for  the little people, and  is especia lly 

p rofita b le to m edica l in su rance corpora ­
tions. No on  Prop. 103 w ill p rotect ou r 
rights , w h ile YE S  w ill res trict them. It’s 
you r choice.

L o c a l L o se rs. To get som e in form a tion  

on  som e o f the local cand ida tes  ru n n in g 
for election  w h o do n ot look kin d ly u pon  
the ga y and  lesb ian  com m u nity, I spoke 
w ith  B ob  Keane, C h a irm a n  o f SCP. H e 
sp ecified  th ree in  pa rticu la r w h o “fell o ff 
the Jerry Falw ell b a n d w a gon .” S kelly is 
w ell en sconced in  S cottsda le in  a  heavily 

Repu b lican  area  a ga in s t rela tively token  
oppos ition . A ccord in g to Keane, S kelly is  
from  “the B a r iy G old w a ter school o f con ­

serva tism ,” and  h is  p os ition  has b een  
qu oted  as “ ‘n ot for  fa g r igh ts  in  a n yw a y’.” 

G iorda no is  eclipsed  in  ligh t o f Fran ks ’ 
record, a lth ou gh  th eir  p os ition s  a re re ­
m arkab ly sim ila r.

b agger, pu re a nd  s im p le,” Kean e re ­

Th e S enate 
los t its  D em ocra tic m a jority in  1980, and 

th e D em ocra ts  certa in ly have a  figh tin g  

ch an ce to rega in  it in  1986. O f the 34 

elections , 22 o f those p os ition s  a re cu r ­

ren tly held  b y Repu b lican  incu m b ents ,

and m an y o f these are decid ed ly weak.

Iron ica lly, that issu e closed  w ith  a  qu ote, 
“In  sp ite o f th eir efforts, LaRou che and 
h is  su pporters  a re so fa r b ein g taken  on ly 
as seriou s ly as th ey have been  on  oth er 

issu es  —  tha t is, n ot very seriou s ly at a ll.” 
A s  late as mid-M ay, leaders in  the C a li­
forn ia  gay r igh ts  m ovem en t b elieved  the 
in itia tive w ou ld  never g a m er  enou gh  
s ign a tu res  to get on  the ballot. N ow  b oth  

C a liforn ia  and the na tion  face a  trem en ­
dou s  b a ttle to figh t Prop os ition  64, as the 
LaRou ch e b ill has b een  named. Q u a li­
fyin g  for  the b a llot w ith  nearly tw ice the 

s igna tu res  needed (a lm ost 700,000!), it 
has fu eled an  u nnecessary, irra tiona l fear 

o f A ID S  to m any u nedu cated  people. In 

the clos in g days b efore the election, there 
ha s b een  a  m ou n tin g  edu ca tiona l p ro ­
gra m  in  an  a ttem pt to in flu ence nearly 

h a lf o f the C a liforn ia  voters  w h o rem a in  

u ndecided. M ere su sp icion s  o f ca rryin g 
the H IV  vim s  or even  livin g  w ith  som eone 

w h o does  m ay b e en ou gh  to cau se food 
hand lers  and pu b lic edu ca tiona l s ta ff to 
b e fired. If Prop. 64 passes, the loss to the 
n a tiona l gay com m u n ity in  th is  lib era l 

s ta te w ill g ive a  green  ligh t to oth er states. 
H old  you r b rea th  on  th is  resu lt.

Th e resu lts  o f a ll these election s  cou ld 
very ea s ily b e a ltered b y the tu rnou t in  the 
ga y and  lesb ian  com m u nity. It has been  

sa id  tha t peop le deserve the governm ent 
th ey get, and  th is  is  especia lly tru e in  the 

U n ited  States, w h ere the op portu n ity to 

vote for  w h ich  m a n y non -Am erican s  
yea rn  is frequ en tly ignored. Indeed, in  

A rizon a ’s p rim a ries  in  S eptem ber, on ly a  
very sm all percen ta ge o f the registered  
voters  chose to exercise tha t privilege.

It m ay b e too la te as you  read th is  to b e a  
p a rt o f th is  election , b u t it su rely isn ’t too 

la te for  the n ex t W h o kn ow s  w h a t issu es 
w ill b e o f im portan ce th en ? Th e issu es 

m ay a ffect you  m ore d irectly next time. 

A re you  w illin g  to ab d ica te the decis ion ­
m a k in g p rocess  to som eon e w h o m a y n ot 
ca re ab ou t y o u r  concern s? I’m  n ot —  

th a t’s w h y I vote. I hope you ’ll con s ider 
th is  p os ition  seriou s ly, and b ecom e pa rt 
o f the process, not pa rt o f the prob lem.
