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TUCSON - At least one set of answers to Moral Majority's 
survey of political candidates' stands on moral and patri­
otic issues apparently was forged. Sen. Jim Kolbe (R-Tucson) 
returned from a trip to Nigeria to find that Moral Majority, 
a religious-oriented political group, had published "his" 
answers to 48 of the group's questions about the economy, 
morality, law and order, education, religious freedom and 
other subjects. The answers weren't his, though, said 
Kolbe. "I never even received the questionaire," he said.
"I know because I was looking for it...it had received so 
much publicity.“

Kolbe's alleged responses weren't exactly true to 
the Tucson Republican's beliefs or past public stands, 
either. The answer sheet, with responses to the "yes" or 
"no" questions typed in, said Kolbe opposes the Equal Rights 
Amendment, yet he has co-sponsored the amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution several times and has voted for it six times. 
Kolbe also was a leading opponent of an amendment, passed 
during the Legislature's special session on taxes and school 
finance, which prohibits public funding for abortions. He 
has opposed similar footnotes to appropriations bills. But 
"his" answers to the Moral Majority questionaire had him on 
the opposite side of that question too.

The questionaire said Kolbe opposes equal rights 
for Gays, but he has voted to remove criminal penalties 
for homosexual conduct from criminal law. "I don't know 
if it was done maliciously or as a practical joke or what," 
Kolbe said of the fake reply, "it was dumb." The senator 
said he wouldn't have answered Moral Majority survey ques­
tions at all except to acknowledge receipt of them, as many 
other legislators did. "I would have thought that since 
the questions were obviously answered the way they wanted, 
it might have raised questions," Kolbe said, "but Edith 
Richardson (the group's Phoenix coordinator) pointed out it 
would have been presumptuous of them to call a candidate and 
say, 'Did you really mean this?' I rather dislike and 
resent this approach anyway," Kolbe said, criticizing the 
need for someone to interpret fhe candidates' answers. "I 
have a record as a legislator, and I am perfectly content 
to run on that record.

Richardson acknowledged that Moral Majority had not 
double-checked the questionnaire. "We never entertained the 
thought that someone would play games like this," she said. 
She said that Moral Majority will correct the error when it 
republishes the results of its survey for the general 
election. She speculated that the sender "had to be some­
one who got one in good faith and used it as an ugly prank." 
Richardson said Moral Majority will exercise tighter con­
trol over the questionaires in the future, perhaps using a 
numbering systen to check authenticity.

HARRISBURG, PA (Update) - It's an election year and Pennsyl­
vania legislators apparently would rather outlaw allvsexual 
activity than allow homosexuals to remain legal residents 
of the state. As a result of a State Supreme Court decision, 
the states law criminalizing homosexuals was declared un­
constitutional. H.B. 2674 would outlaw all sexual activity 
in the state of Pennsylvania except sex between such persons 
as the state certifies as married. Such married persons 
may then engage in one type of sex act.

One Philadelphia sponsor of the bill, Rep. Martin 
Mullen admitted he didn't know what the bill says. Accord—

WASHINGTON, DC - The Gay Rights National Lobby (GRNL) an­
nounced that the first Congressional hearings in history on 
Lesbian/Gay civil right bill H.R. 2074, will take place on 
October 10 in San Francisco. The hearings, which were 
requested by Representative Ted Weiss (D-NY), will take place 
before the Equal Employment Opportunity Subcommittee of the 
Committee on Education and Labor. The Chair of the Sub­
committee is Rep. Augustus Hawkins (D-CA), a co-sponsor of 

H.R. 2074.

Steve Endean, Executive Director of Gay Rights 
National Lobby, indicated that hearings will be held at this 
time because Congressman Weiss felt it was helpful to the 
progress of the legislation. "Although we had originally 
anticipated the first hearings to take place next year, 
Congressman Weiss has a great deal of legislative experience. 
We will work closely with his office to make these hearings 
a strong and effective step toward enactment of national 
civil rights legislation. Asked if he was concerned about 
the hearings taking place in San Francisco, which has an 
image as a 'Gay mecca,' Endean explained that the location 
was set by the Subcommittee not the Lobby. "I’m sure the 
activist community in San Francisco understands that the 
hearings can help demonstrate to the nation that Gay civil 
rights is in the mainstream and will work closely with the 
Lobby to ensure that result.

Among those testifying in support of the bill are: 

Dr. Judd Marmor, former President of the American Psychia­
tric Association; Dolores Huerta, Vice President of the 

United Farm Workers; Gwen Craig, Vice President of the 
Harvey Milk Democratic Club; and Raymond Hartment, Co-Chair 

of the Board of the Gay Rights National Lobby. Political 
and religious leaders are also expected to speak for the 
legislation. Additional Congressional Hearings are expected 
next spring, probably in Washington, DC.

PORTLAND, OR (BAR) - Those who have watched the escalating 
religious wars in the United States with concern will be 
cheered by efforts being made by the Portland Town Council. 
PTC has appealed to the Internal Revenue Service for action 
against certain Portland church officials who have engaged 
in political activity which violates the terms of their 
churchs' tax-exempt status. An existing IRS rule forbids 
churches from making political endorsements. According 
to IRS rules it is illegal for a church to (A) endorse 
candidates for office or recommend their defeat; (B) send 
questionaires to candidates asking for their opinions on 
such issues as Gay rights; (C) display others' anti-Gay hate 
literature on bulletin boards or distribute it to congre­
gations if it urges rejection of Gay civil rights; or (D) 
aid a political candidate in almost any way.

PTC's action was prompted by a hate letter cir­
culated by Rev. Donald Baker to "concerned voters" de­
nouncing the moral climate in Oregon and urging churchgoers 
to vote against 64 candidates endorsed by PTC in the May 
primary election. 1 -

The letter to the IRS stated, "We are happy to 
engage in political debate with our adversaries, but we be­
lieve that the terms of debate should be equal. Specifically 
church officials should not be permitted to urge the defeat 
of specific political candidates while retaining a tax 
exemption. We believe that it is illegal under the Internal 
Revenue Code for the Rev. Baker and other church officials 
to use their pulpits and their positions to lend negative 
endorsements to candidates for partisan elective office."

GAY CAN BE ON JURY,  JUDGE SAYS
NEW YORK - A person cannot be barred 
from jury duty because he or she is 
a homosexual, a judge has ruled, saying 
that would-be "tantamount to a denial 
of equal protection under the U.S. 
Constitution." Criminal Court Judge
S. Herman Klarsfeld made the ruling 
last Tuesday, Sept. 23, in connection 
with the trial of Frank Viggiani, 18, 
who pleaded guilty to misdemeanor 
assault in attacks by youths here last 
December on persons they considered to 
be homosexuals. In jury selection, 
defense attorney Peter Will.is asked 
the judge excuse a potential juror 
who was an acknowledged homosexual.

SAN FRANCISCO, CA (Update) - Gays make 
up over 23 percent of San Francisco’s 
population, according to census 
officials. Raw 1980 census data 
indicates a conservative 150,000 Gay 
population for the city, but the 
figure could be up to 200,000 according 
to a ranking Census Bureau official, 
who asked not to be named. The official 
told the S tn t im l his data was based 
on several factors, including the 
number of single men in the city and 
the fact that some 80,000 households 
in the northern half of the city 
alone were of unmarried persons.

CONTRA COSTA COUNTY, CA (GCN) - The 
fate of an open Lesbian struggling to 
become a county deputy sheriff is 
now in the hands of a Superior Court 
Judge, who has promised a ruling in 
two weeks.

C B S  G a y  r e p o r t  c a l l e d  u n f a i r
DES MOINES, Iowa - The National News Council has found that 
the controversial CBS documentary on Gay Power in San Fran­
cisco presented an unfair picture of homosexuality. The 
council, meeting at Drake University, considered complaints 
against CBS for its April 26 telecast "CBS Reports: Gay 
Power, Gay Politics.11 The documentary was anchored by 
Harry Reasoner and produced by Grace Diekhaus and George 
Crile, who also served as the on-camera reporter. The 
hour-long broadcast presented a succession of events, scenes 
and interviews surrounding the 1979 San Francisco mayoral 
campaign, which was won by Dianne Feinstein.

The program, "tended to reinforce stereotypes," 
the council announced, "by concentrating on certain flam­
boyant examples of homosexual behavior. . ." The council 
also found that the program "exaggerated political conces­
sions to Gays, and made those concessions appear as threats 
to public morals and decency. However, the council disagreed 
with another complaint against the program, that it over­
played the political significance of San Francisco Mayor 
Diane Feinsteinfs apology to Gays for statements she made 
about them a<nd community standards in a magazine inter­
view. The apology was made during a hotly contested 
mayoral race.

Complaints against the program were made by the 
San Francisco Board of Supervisors, the San Francisco Human 
Rights Commission, The National Gay Task Force and free­
lance journalist Randy Alfred of San Francisco. The council 
is an independent, non-profit organization that examines 
complaints about news coverage and releases its findings 
but has no enforcement or penal power. In its findings, 
the council said it could find no justification for the pro­
gram’s "degree of attention given to sado-masochism or the 
treatment of the Beaux Arts Ball" and depiction of Gays in 
other sequences. "Authoritative sources agree that sado­
masochism is practiced extensively by heterosexuals, yet 
the broadcast treats it as distinctly homosexual," the 
council said. A firm shown on the program that caters to 
such trade is owned and patronized almost exclusively by 
heterosexuals, said the council.

In a statement responding to the council’s findings, 
CBS said, in part,"We disagree with the council as to its 
findings on our portrayal of sexuality." CBS said it 
welcomed that part which "upholds our editorial fairness" 
on the matter of the mayor’s apology and also the relevance 
of sequences of the documentary showing Gay cruising in the 
city’s Buena Vista Park. Charles Brydon, co-executive 
director of the National Gay Task Force, said he was pleased 
by the findings. "My hope is that out of this will come an 
increased sensitivity on the part of electronic news 
journalists to the need to go beyond what seems to be the 
sensational and the surface..." said Brydon

On a 'related matter involving the program, the 
council faulted CBS for inserting applause by Gays out of 
sequence during the Frinstein apology, but noted that the 
network already had admitted it had erred in doing that.
The council’s vote was 9-1, with Jeffrey Bell of the 
American Conservative Union casting the dissenting vote, 
and William Rusher, publisher of the National Review, 
casting a partial dissent.

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C B S  G a y  r e p o r t  c a lle d  u n f a i r
DES MOINES, Iowa - The National News Council has found that 
the controversial CBS documentary on Gay Power in San Fran­
cisco presented an unfair picture of homosexuality. The 
council, meeting at Drake University, considered complaints 
against CBS for its April 26 telecast MCBS Reports: Gay 
Power, Gay Politics." The documentary was anchored by 
Harry Reasoner and produced by Grace Diekhaus and George 
Crile, who also served as the on-camera reporter. The 
hour-long broadcast presented a succession of events, scenes 
and interviews surrounding the 1979 San Francisco mayoral 
campaign, which was won by Dianne Feinstein.

The program, "tended to reinforce stereotypes," 
the council announced, "by concentrating on certain flam­
boyant examples of homosexual behavior. . ." The council 
also found that the program "exaggerated political conces­
sions to Gays, and made those concessions appear as threats 
to public morals and decency. However, the council disagreec 
with another complaint against the program, that it over­
played the political significance of San Francisco Mayor 
Diane FeinsteinTs apology to Gays for statements she made 
about them a*nd community standards in a magazine inter­
view. The apology was made during a hotly contested 
mayoral race.

Complaints against the program were made by the 
San Francisco Board of Supervisors, the San Francisco Human 
Rights Commission, The National Gay Task Force and free­
lance journalist Randy Alfred of San Francisco. The council 
is an independent, non-profit organization that examines 
complaints about news coverage and releases its findings 
but has no enforcement or penal power. In its findings, 
the council said it could find no justification for the pro­
gram’s "degree of attention given to sado-masochism or the 
treatment of the Beaux Arts Ball" and depiction of Gays in 
other sequences. "Authoritative sources agree that sado­
masochism is practiced extensively by heterosexuals, yet 
the broadcast treats it as distinctly homosexual," the 
council said. A firm shown on the program that caters to 
such trade is owned and patronized almost exclusively by 
heterosexuals, said the council.

In a statement responding to the council’s findings, 
CBS said, in part,"We disagree with the council as to its 
findings on our portrayal of sexuality." CBS said it 
welcomed that part which "upholds our editorial fairness" 
on the matter of the mayor’s apology and also the relevance 
of sequences of the documentary showing Gay cruising in the 
city’s Buena Vista Park. Charles Brydon, co-executive 
director of the National Gay Task Force, said he was pleased 
by the findings. "My hope is that out of this will come an 
increased sensitivity on the part of electronic news 
journalists to the need to go beyond what seems to be the 
sensational and the surface..." said Brydon

On a related matter involving the program, the 
council faulted CBS for inserting applause by Gays out of 
sequence during the Frinstein apology, but noted that the 
network already had admitted it had erred in doing that.
The council’s vote was 9-1, with Jeffrey Bell of the 
American Conservative Union casting the dissenting vote, 
and William Rusher, publisher of the National Review, 
casting a partial dissent.

DR. F€€LGOOD
Hepaphobia - the fear of catching hepatitis - is 

running rampant in the large metropolitan Gay communities. 

Fortunately, this phobia and the associated epidemic out­

breaks of hepatitis B have not hit Arizona.
I recently had the pleasure of talking with 11 

other Gay VD clinics and the developer of the new hepa­

titis B vaccine - Merck and Company. The rate of hepatitis 
B cases in Gay men living in large metropolitan areas is 

becoming alarmingly high , almost reaching epidemic pro­

portions in San Francisco and New York.
There is some good news and some bad news in the 

prevention of hepatitis B in Gay men. The good news is the 
hepatitis B vaccine is almost 100% effective and should be 

approved for use sometime next year. The bad news is the 
vaccine will require 3 shots over a 6-month period at a cost 
of almost $100. The aim of the drug companies is to reduce 

this cost to less than $3.00, but this won’t happen in the 

near future.

WÀSHINGTON, DC (*GayLife) - A proposed 
revision of the Book of Psalms would

COURT TO HEAR LESBI AN CASE
RICHMOND, VA (GayLife) - The Virginia 
Supreme Court has accepted a case 
in which a Lesbian mother is fighting 
to regain legal parenthood of her nine 
year-old son. Jane Doe, a 35-year-old 
carpenter from Yellow Springs, Ohio, is 
challenging the adoption by her former 
husband’s new wife of her son, who was 
abducted to Virginia by the couple 
four years ago.

ORANGE GROWERS STI LL HURTI NG
NEW YORK, NY. (GayLife) - Anita Bryant 
and her anti-Gay rights campaigning 
is hurting the sale of Florida oranges 
and grapefruit so badly that some of 
the growers no longer want to be 
associated with the state. A group 
of processors nave asked permission to 
drop the state’s name from their 
products.

GRANT FOR GAY LI TERATURE
PHILADELPHIA, PA (GayLife) - The William 
Penn Foundation, a relatively con­
servative funding organization, has 
awarded the local chapter of the 
American Civil Liberties Union a grant 
of $21,000 to produce a booklet on 
the rights and resources of and for 
Lesbians and Gay men in the state of 
Pennsylvania. The booklet will be 
produced by the ACLU in conjunction with 
the state Governor’s Council for 
Sexual Minorities.
