Suzanne McCall, PhD,
a marketing professor
at East Texas State
University asked 216
husbands in the Fort Worth area
how they felt about their wives
working. In telephone surveys,
71% said they were happy that
their wives were working and
that they contributed 40% and
more to the family income.

When wives contributed 10% or
less, only 39% were happy with
the situation.

Born Aurore
Dupin, she not only pubtlished
under a male pseudonym but also
adopted male attire, which gave
her greater mobility in Paris
by allowing her to participate
fully in a cultural life that
was clcsed to women.

Her feminist views were ex-
pressed in her novel, Indiana
(1831), which protested the
restrictions imposed on married
women in a society that re-
garded them as the property of
men. The book was an immediate
sensation and established
Sand's literary reputation.

The Internat%ona% Gay ,
Association (IGA) was i
formed in Coventry, jOSOph
England, on Aug 26,
1978. IGA opened a Liaison of-
fice in Washington, DC on Nov
26, 1979. .It represents, sup-
ports and helps lesbian and gay
organizations in more than 20
countries. .

The purpose of IGA is "to in-
form Americans about conditionsg
of lesbians and gay men in other
countries" and to "issue alerts
when the Secretariat calls for
cocordinated international action
to emergency situstions."

The 1980 IGA conference will
take place in Barcelona, Spain.
There will be a "Women's Sec-
tion" which may result in the
change cf the group's name to
the International Lesbian and
Gay Association.

The World Health Organization
(WHO), still considers homosex-
uals as "“sick" or "sexual devi-
ants". One of IGA's projects
will be to eliminate that class-
ification from WHO.

Sweden provides a good example
of how pressure can be agpplied
tc change laws. 1In Aug 1679,
about 40 people from the Stock-
halm area participated in a gay

A fitting conclusion
9 to the ASU Womenergy
Week was the concert
Saturday night fea-
turing Teresa Trull with Julie
Homi on piano. Attendance was
good, congidering that rumors
of cancellation flowed as deep
as the waters rushing thru the
Salt River dam. Jane Howard,
a "transplanted" Texan, was
the emcee, as well as doing a
30-minute warm up show of her
own music, with Rochelle Raya,
another Phoenix resident,
playing harmonica. Teresa
Trull's love of blues was well
reflected in the music that
she performed, and Julie Homi's
piano wizardry combined to
create an atmosphere that the
audience could not resist toe
tapping, hand clapping, and
participating with them.

In all, CRUISING has received
the most unanimous critical
drubbing of any major studio
picture since MOMENT BY MOMENT.
It opened on Feb 15 to better
than average business, but this
may not indicate the film's
future. Experts agree that
publicity and promotion alone
can keep a picture well-attended
for up to three weeks.
CRUISING's advertising does not

mention the film*s homosexual
aspect but features Pacinc
prominently. Interviewees
claimed that it was Pacino's
reputation that brought them

to the theatres, and Pacino's
reputation did not make finan-
cial successes out of his last
two pictures. Altho Friedkin
claimed he did not want to use
the controversy to help sell
the picture, CRUISING is sub-
titled "a controversial murder
mystery" in it's advertising.
Estimates are that nearly half
of those who have seen the pic-
ture are minors.

During the concert Trull an-
nounced a possible forth-
coming album thru Olivia
records, but also mentioned
that without donations the
record would have to be post-
poned. Anyone wishing to do-
nate may send money to Olivia
Records, 4400 Market St, Oak-
land, CA, ATTN: Ginny Berson.
