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Renowned NY director/
educator finds contentment
on Valley Campus

he man I'm scheduled

to interview is a few

minutes late. He

arrives and offers a

simple explanation,
neither an excuse nor an apology: he
was asleep.

Between teaching classes for
Arizona State University’s theater
department and preparing to open
his latest production, Shakespeare’s
King Lear, sleep has become some-
thing of a luxury for director
Marshall W. Mason. So he has taken
advantage of an afternoon break in
his schedule to catch a few Z’s,

Mason is perhaps best known for
his many off-Broadway successes and
his longtime collaboration with play-
wright Lanford Wilson. With his rep-
utation, he could well have chosen to
mount a new play from any number
of exciting new playwrights working
today. And yet, he has turned this
season to an English playwright
who's been dead for centuries.

Why? “When you encounter one
of the greatest plays ever written, you
know you’ve encountered genius,” he
explains. This is Mason’s third
Shakespearean production and he’s
promising to make it unique. “Lear is
always done on such a huge scale. I
wanted to do an intimate version,

which is what I think you'll see. Very
much in the audience’s lap.”

He cites the play’s central theme of
a kingdom deteriorating under an
aging ruler as timely, given the
national concern and attention these
days for aging and Alzheimer’s
Disease. He has included more than
a little sexual innuendo. “I've got
some interesting sexual kinks that I
have implied in the production,” he
says with a mischievous smile.

Crossing the Tempe campus as we
chat, Mason greets several people and
calls them by name. He’s definitely

in his element here, if such a thing is
possible away from the stage.
Mason's theatrical resume reads
like a roll call of the biggest and
brightest names of both Broadway
and Hollywood. He has directed
Christopher Reeve, Stacy Keach, John
Malkovich, Joan Allen, Tyne Daly,
Danny Aiello, Kathleen Turner and
William Hurt, to name a few. He is

the recipient of six Obie Awards and
five Tony Award nominations. Yet
today, he is happy to make his home
in the Valley of the Sun.

The long journey that brought him
here might be called much ado about
nothing. After founding the Circle
Repertory Company in New York and
rising to the height of his Broadway
career, events transpired that forced
Mason to reevaluate his life.

Over the course of a single sum-
mer, he explains, “I had three very,
very close friends who died, all from
different causes,” which included the
suicide of Circle Repertory
Company’s co-founder. “I
saw that I could either go on
doing what I was doing and
that [New York theater] was
going to be the rest of my
life, which is not a bad life.
But in a way I felt: well, I've
done this. And what I had
not done was film. And that
was something I very much
wanted to do.”

Mason moved to Los Angeles in
1986, when he was chosen to direct
the film version of Patricia Nell
Warren’s gay novel, The Front Runner.
In what has become a well-known
story among gay and entertainment
circles, the project languished after
producers failed to attract a major
star for the lead role.

“Hollywood was so homophobic

at that point, we could not find any-
one to play the role of Harlan, the
track coach,” Mason says. Second
unit footage had been shot, produc-
tion and location managers had been
hired and endless rounds of casting
had been completed. “Hollywood
Reporter did story after story about
how I was going to direct this movie,
and I did everything but make the
movie,” he recalls.

“Finally—after years of feeling in a
way that I was being exploited by the
producer because he kept using my
name and the movie was not being
made—after awhile, it became kind of
a joke. So that was my first
Hollywood experience.”

ther film projects

suffered similar

fates. “After eight

years of desperation

in Hollywood with
movies that came to the brink of
being made and then ended up not
being made, I suddenly discovered
myself in pretty severe circum-
stances,” Mason says.

His return to theater came in 1991
in Arizona, with the new play,
Whisper in the Mind, by Jerome
Lawrence and Robert Lee. Mason
directed the drama’s world premiere
at ASU’s Galvin Playhouse with stars

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Civil rights leader’s niece urges repeal
of Maine’s gay rights law

AUGUSTA, Maine (AP)

The niece of Rev. Martin Luther
King Jr. urged Mainers to repeal
Maine’s gay rights law at the polls
Feb. 10.

Alveda Celeste King told a rally of
about 300 sign-waving people in the
State House Feb. 5 that the gay rights
movement should not be compared to
the black civil rights movement.

“*There is no similarity,” she said.
King told the crowd, assembled by
fundamentalist Christian groups lead-
ing the assault on the newly enacted
law, that she was not condemning
homosexuals, but said homosexuality
violates God's laws.

She spoke in a large hallway out-
side the office of Gov. Angus King,
whose signing of Maine’s gay rights
law last spring capped a two-decade
effort by activists. The law bans dis-
crimination based on sexual orienta-
tion in jobs, housing, credit and pub-
lic accommodations.

The Christian groups last year
were able to collect enough signatures
to stop the law from going into effect
and force a statewide referendum on
it, which will be held Feb. 10.

Alveda King, who began her
address by asking the crowd to kneel
in prayer, said gays are not told to sit
in the backs of buses or barred from
restaurant counters as blacks were in
the South before the civil rights
movement.

She also questioned claims of
many homosexuals that they cannot

help the way they are, saying, “I've
heard the "I was born that way’ story
many times.”

During the boisterous gathering,
activists holding pro-gay-rights signs
of the Maine Won't Discriminate
coalition stood at the fringes and at
the top of a stairwell behind the
speakers.

Among them was Rep. Michael
Quint, a gay Democratic lawmaker
from Portland, who said, > This group
of people to me just underscores the
importance of defeating this referen-
dum.”

**All these people just want the
right to discriminate against other
people based on their own moral
judgments,” Quint said.

Karen Geraghty of Maine Won't
Discriminate said the struggles of
blacks and gays are similar, as are
struggles of the disabled, women and
people of different nationalities.

“*We don't compare ourselves” to
other groups, said Geraghty. **We say
they are all similar struggles for full
equality under the law.”

During the rally, Maine Won't
Discriminate distributed photocopies
of a letter from Coretta Scott King, in
which the widow of the slain civil
rights leader says ““workplace dis-
crimination against gay men and les-
bians is real (and) widespread.”

In the letter, King calls for a feder-
al law protecting gays from discrimi-
nation at the workplace.

A newly formed coalition called

Rep. Adam Mack, R-Standish, said
the law is at odds with the diverse
religious traditions of many Mainers.
The Libertarian Party is supporting
the new group.

Meanwhile, supporters of Maine’s
gay rights law appeared to be win-
ning the fund-raising battle as the ref-

erendum campaign entered its final
five days.

Political action committee reports
filed by the Feb. 3 deadline show the
pro-gay rights campaign has received
more than $420,000 in cash and in-
kind contributions.

The pro-repeal organization
known as Yes for Equal Rights has
taken in $6,763. An allied group, the
Ad Hoc Committee for Common
Sense, reported total campaign contri-
butions of around $90,000, roughly
equal to its expenditures.

Chicago cuts scout ties

In agreeing to settle, the city
avoided accepting blame.

The ACLU called the settlement a
victory and urged other cities to
““take a cue from Chicago’s action
and end their sponsorship of these
discriminatory programs.”

The city agreed to pay $20,000 in
court costs, said ACLU attorney
Roger Leishman.

Rebecca Fields, an executive with
the Scouts’ Chicago area council, did
not say whether the Scouts are con-
sidering changing their policies. She
said private sponsors have helped
fill the void left by Chicago’s disas-
sociation with the group.

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National gay movements emphasize importance of Maine vote

PORTLAND, Maine (AP)

National movements on both sides
of the gay-rights battle emphasize the
importance of the February 10 refer-
endum in Maine and say they will
emerge as winners even if they lose at
the polls.

At issue is the fate of last year’s
legislation to outlaw discrimination
on the basis of sexual orientation in
credit, housing, jobs and public
accommodations. The measure, held
in abeyance pending the outcome of
the vote, would make Maine the 11th
state with a gay-rights law.

“"We see Maine as a linchpin since
it has acquired a reputation as a liber-
al state,” said Robert Knight of the
Family Research Council in

Washington, D.C., which wants
Maine’s legislation repealed. “The
feeling is, if it can be done in Maine it
can be done anywhere.”

The National Gay and Lesbian
Task Force says the vigor shown by
Mainers who support the legislation
demonstrates that gay-rights advo-
cates aren’t complacent or intimidat-
ed by oppenents.

**This really shows people around
the country that people in the gay
community have tasted what it’s like
to be treated fairly and ... are not at
all willing to roll over and say, “Oh,
well,” said Mark Johnson of the task
force, also based in Washington.

National groups on both sides
have contributed paid staff, cash,

radio ads and campaign pamphlets to
the Maine campaign.

While each side says the stakes are
high, neither deems the Maine elec-
tion crucial to its overall success. The
advocacy groups view the battle as
just the latest in a years-long series of
statewide and local votes, city ordi-
nances and legislative proposals
aimed at various aspects of gay
rights.

““There’s no final victory for either
side,” Knight said. “*Either side will
continue to press for its advantage or
point of view.”

At the same time, spokesmen on
both sides say they’ll emerge as win-

ners even if defeated by Maine voters.

“Just the fact that states even con-

sider these issues, I think many peo-
ple would say, is a victory,” Johnson
said. Just 10 years ago, it would have
been inconceivable that the voters of
an entire state would be asked to con-
sider a gay-rights law, he said.

Knight said the existence of a ref-
erendum challenge to gay rights
demonstrates a new assertiveness by
Americans.

“1t’s already a victory for the peo-
ple, because they refuse to sit back
and take what the cultural elites told
them was their medicine. ... It's part
of a national uprising against arro-
gant legislators and courts who are
imposing their values on the people.”

ACLU files lawsuit to overturn MD law governing gay oral sex

BALTIMORE (AP)

Larry Jacobs is one of seven plain-
tiffs in a lawsuit that seeks to over-
turn a Maryland law banning oral sex
between homosexuals.

While he’s never been prosecuted
under the law, the Rockville attorney
said Thursday he fears grave reper-
cussions if anyone makes an issue of
his sexual orientation.

If I were convicted of a crime like
that, I could lose my license,” he said,
adding he lost his job in 1983 when
the law firm found out he is gay.

The American Civil Liberties
Union sued the state seeking to over-
turn the law, which makes oral sex
between people of the same gender a
felony punishable by 10 years in
prison and a $1,000 fine.

The statute, passed in 1916, is
unconstitutional because the state’s
highest court ruled in 1990 it doesn’t
apply to heterosexual couples, mean-
ing gays and lesbians are unfairly sin-
gled out, the lawsuit contends.

“*That kind of open season on gays
and lesbians has got to stop,” said
Susan Goering, executive director of
the ACLU state chapter.

The ACLU wants the state to
broaden the Court of Appeals deci-
sion to ensure homosexuals are given
the same protection as heterosexuals.

While only a few people have been
arrested under the statute, it has been
used to discriminate against gays and
lesbians in other ways, the ACLU
said. For instance, gays and lesbians
have been denied jobs or custody of

children. Critics of the law say it
gives prejudiced people another rea-
son to intensify their hatred of homo-
sexuals.

“"We're talking about a 10-year
felony. It's serious,” said Susan Silber,
a Takoma Park attorney who belongs
to Free State Justice Campaign, which
seeks equal rights for homosexuals
and transsexuals.

Twenty-one states have sodomy
and oral sex laws. Of those 15 target
sexual activities between both gay
and heterosexual couples, according
to the ACLU. The remaining six,
including Maryland, exclusively tar-
get homosexuals.

Gov. Parris Glendening's aides
said he would have no comment
because he hadn’t seen the lawsuit,

which was filed in Baltimore City
Circuit Court. Attorney General J.
Joseph Curran’s aides refused com-
ment saying they hadn't thoroughly

reviewed the complaint,

Lawmakers in the past have intro-
duced bills to change the law, but the
bills have never made it out of the
House Judiciary Committee.

The Maryland law bans “private,
consentual, noncommercial sexual
intimacy when shared by adults of
the same gender.” But the Court of
Appeals focused on oral sex in 1990,
in effect making the law applicable
only for that type of sex, explained
Dwight Sullivan of the Maryland
ACLU.

Their election to the 13 year-old organization’s #1
and #2 posts marks the first time in several years
that active contestants have headed the board.

“There has to be a kind of balance between
two groups,” said Helander after the election.
“There are people who see the rodeo as a big
party—Ilike a circuit party—that happens to have
a rodeo attached to it. Then you have the contes-
tants, who take the arena events seriously and
want the focus to be on that.” Helender said.

Helander hopes Browning’s service as presi-
dent and his own term as vice president this year
will help bring the contestants’ point of view to
the organization’s leadership. “We have one of
the more successful rodeos on the circuit and it’s
important to have input from all groups,” he said.

Over a year ago, a GLAAD repre-
sentative met with Frank Fellone, the
deputy managing editor of the
Democrat-Gazette, in part because of
past instances of the newspaper pub-
lishing the names of men arrested in
parks for misdemeanor offenses.

According to local GLAAD con-
tacts, until January 30, the newspaper
had stopped printing the names
except where a public figure was
involved.

As local GLAAD contact David
Ivers noted, at the meeting “We pre-
dicted that the Democrat-Gazette was
not only going to ruin careers but
drive someone to kill himself. Now it
has happened.”

“The newspaper must understand
that printing the names will not stop
men from seeking out anonymous sex
with other men. That will not occur
until society, including the media,
stops making it so painful and diffi-
cult for people to come out of the
closet, and until laws in employment
and other areas protect lesbians and
gay men from discrimination based
on their sexual orientation.”

GLAAD and other organizations
are currently seeking a meeting with
the editor and publisher of the
Democrat-Gazette.

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Feminist humer fer everybedy
frem In Mixed Cempeny

Paula Vogel’s Desdemona may well
be “a play about a handkerchief,” as
its subtitle proudly declares. But this
wacky one-act by a prolific lesbian
playwright delves into a number of
modern-day, feminist issues and ideas
while both skewering and celebrating
Shakespeare’s tragic tale of jealousy
and murder, Othello. Ultimately,
Desdemona is a play about women.

“This play is really funny, and
that’s the interesting thing about
what Paula Vogel has done,” says
Julie Whelihan, who plays Emilia in
In Mixed Company’s production of
the comedy, opening at the
Playwright’s Theatre in downtown
Phoenix on February 12. “You are
laughing and at the same time, you
are thinking about all these realities
that are going on.”

Whelihan is joined on-stage by
Heidi Sulzman as Bianca and Debra
K. Stevens as Desdemona. The three-
woman show holds plenty of appeal
for theatergoers of all stripes, says
Kevin Kerrigan, IMCO's Artistic
Director and the director of this offer-
ing.

The production was such a positive
experience for Mason that he
approached ASU about the possibility
of teaching there. Previously, he had
been a visiting professor at Carnegie-
Mellon University and an Associate
Professor of Theater at UCLA. His
offer was enthusiastically received,
Mason says, but ASU wanted him to
teach full time, which would require
moving to Phoenix.

“Phoenix seemed really off the
beaten track to me,” he recalls. “But
my lover was sick to death of L.A. and
he said, ‘Let’s go to Phoenix.’”” The
desert and warm weather won out,
and Mason'’s arrangement with ASU
allows him to travel to New York
when directing opportunities arise
there. His next outside project will be
directing a musical in London, begin-
ning in March.

Mason, who turns 58 this month,
has been in a relationship with a man
for the past 24 years. While he is
openly gay, he has tried to avoid being
labeled. “I think artists are always a
little hesitant about being thought of
as a Gay Writer or a Gay Director.
Certainly the fact that one is gay con-
tributes a great deal to the way one
sees the world. And the way one sees
the world, of course, is reflected in
one’s artistic work. But at the same
time, I am first and foremost an
artist.”

Mason also feels that for him, being
gay is a choice. “I was married to a
woman at one point, and I guess I'm
one of those people who believe
reports that there are a lot of possibili-
ties, sexually. 1 made the choice that jt
was just too confusing to be a bisexy-

al, because then you're really open to
every kind of problem to get involved
in,” he says, laughing. “So I decided
that to choose a sexual direction
would simplify my life.”

Miami Herald
Explores Ellen on the
Edge

The February 4 Miami Herald fea-
tured a story by Lydia Martin about
the high probability of cancellation
that ABC’s Ellen faces and what the
show means to its fans.

“Krista Lopez, 22, is one of those
die-hard Ellen fans. The kind who
keeps every episode committed to
memory and videotape. The kind
who sprints to her computer as soon
as the show ends each week to
engage in Internet chatter with oth-
ers,” it begins.

It discusses the program’s plans to
stir up greater enthusiasm for the
show through appearances by Anne
Heche, Ellen DeGeneres’ real-life girl-
friend, but adds that “there are plenty
of theories” for challenges the show
now faces to stay on the air.

“Some say the show is just too gay,
that it has become a soapbox for
political correctness and has turned
off a lot of people looking for some-
thing lighter,” it says.

The article adds that GLAAD and
many fans say, “Those who argue that
don’t understand just how reflective
of a person’s coming-out experiences
the show has been.”

It also quotes David Marc, a pro-

fessor at Syracuse University’s Center .

for Study of Popular Television, stat-
ing that since television is increasing-

ly targeting different demographics,
especially on cable, Ellen’s varying
ratings “proves how difficult it is fo
find the mainstream.”

GLAAD Entertainment Media
Director Chastity Bono then speaks
about the personal connections the

show has had for her and many other

lesbian and gay people.

Local Miami activists working
with kids note that tapes of the show
help young people who are dealing
with coming out issues.

Finally, it quotes lesbian author
Lyndsey Van Gelder, who does not
watch Ellen because she does not
watch television: ““But I applaud it. If
straight people can have silly junk on
TV, gay people should too.”

The article brings up many issues
about both the successes and chal-
lenges of the groundbreaking show.
GLAAD is currently urging people to
“Save Ellen” by writing to ABC and
Disney while they consider whether
or not to renew the show. This may
be our last chance!

Let the Miami Herald know their
insight into the Ellen struggle is
appreciated. Also, let ABC and
Disney know how you feel about the
show and why you want to save
Ellen.

The Gray Lady Visits
New York's
Bourgeois Gay Bars

Examining the sociological reasons
behind the development of a new aes-
thetic for the city’s gay bars, an article
in the February 1 edition of the New
York Times raises several interesting
issues facing New York gay men.

“A new generation of gay bars
have all but jettisoned dark and dingy
interior designs for cleaner, airier,
more creative spaces,” writer David
Colman says.

“[It] mirrors a broader change in
attitude among patrons of gay bars: a
self-confidence about being out, a ris-
ing economic prosperity and less fear
of harassment by nonhomosexuals.
Traditionally, gay bars have been win-
dowless dives that cloaked patrons in
anonymous darkness while protect-
ing them from the scrutiny of passers-
by.!’

The open, windowed new bars,
Colman says, “illustrate that many
gay men appear to be embracing
some of the values and freedoms of
mainstream society, from which they
have often been excluded. Although
such bars still function as they always
have-as pickup places-they are now
also attractive meeting places for
friends, where a gay man can bring a
heterosexual acquaintance without
fear of complaint and even where gay
couples can go, undau.nted by a
heavy cruising scene.”

He cautions, “But the more whole-
some-looking digs have not been uni-
versally embraced. The closing of
[sex-oriented] back rooms has been
attacked by Sex Panic, a vocal gay
group that advocates sexual libera-
tion, for representing a crackdown on
the freedom of gay men....Others
have groused that the newer bars—
like the obsessions with muscles and

clothing that symbolize the Chelsea
gay scene—bespeak a growing com-
placency among some gay men about
political issues.”

The Maine Event,
Boston Globe-style

The February 2 Boston Globe pro-
filed Paul Fuller, a tireless advocate
for Maine’s new civil rights law
which includes protections from dis-
crimination on the basis of sexual ori-
entation.

“Walking the snowbound roads of
Maine, promoting equal rights for
gay men and lesbians, Paul Fuller has
almost forgotten he is wearing a bul-
letproof vest,” it begins.

“Fuller knows there are gay bash-
ers out there. But midway through a
400-mile walk from Canada to Kittery
to persuade voters to'keep Maine's
new law, he has trudged through one
ice storm, at least one snowstorm and
temperatures as low as 10 degrees
below zero.”

It notes how supporters have far
outweighed critics and some locals
have joined him for hours at a time
on his walk.

“On Feb. 10, Mainers will decide
in a statewide referendum whether to
repeal the law,” it adds, quoting one
radical religious leader who is push-
ing for the repeal.

It ends with a quote from Fuller:
“‘By being visible, we’ve made peo-
ple aware,” Fuller said. ‘It's a human
rights issue.””

It's quite easy to enjoy the vast
and thoroughly engaging diversions
of Texas without blowing a whole lot
of cash.

The state is abundant with afford-
able and outstanding restaurants,
including countless purveyors of that
captivating style of regional cooking,
Tex-Mex.

Hotels in the state’s major cities —
at least those in trendy neighbor-
hoods — don’t come cheaply, but
with a little perseverance you can
find romantic, queer-friendly, and
eye-pleasing rooms for under $80
nightly.

What follows is a budget guide to
the top gay-friendly restaurants and
accommodations in each of the state’s
major cities: Dallas, Houston, Austin,
and San Antonio.

Dallasites are the most image-ori-
ented breed of Texan, and their gay
scene is fashionable and stylish, con-
centrated in the tony Oak Lawn
neighborhood, in the shadows of
posh Highland Park (the Beverly
Hills of Texas).

Still, it’s not difficult to eat well in
this rich culinary center without
spending more than a few bucks on a
full meal.

One option is to scope out the
queer-infested intersection of
Throckmorton and Cedar Springs
roads, where you'll find more than a
half-dozen affordable eateries, from
hamburger joints to pizza parlors to
Chinese restaurants.

Another is nearby Eatzie’s, a
gourmet market that’s more costly
than your average grocery store, but
far less expensive than the type of
restaurant that would offer this cal-
iber of both packaged and prepared
foods (which you can eat back in
your hotel room, perhaps with the
cute thing you meet in the check-out
line).

For breakfast consider a jaunt to
the oft-packed Dream Cafe, a sunny
hangout with a terrific veggie-orient-
ed menu. The buttermilk pancakes
topped with ricotta are famous.
Between bites, you can toss a frisbee
to your dog or your date on the long
green lawn out front.

Dallas is known for its fancy
hotels, but there is a perfectly clean

and well-maintained La Quinta on
the edge of Oak Lawn, in the up-and-
coming Knox-Henderson neighbor-
hood.

For a little more you can stay at
the mostly gay and lesbian Inn on
Fairmount. This charming and atten-
tively run B&B is a wonderful value,
with a hot tub; rooms with phones,
TVs, and private baths — not to men-
tion very high standards.

While Dallas’ personality typifies
the Southwest, Houston’s exemplifies
the traditional charm and hospitality
of the Deep South.

Edging the city’s rapidly gentrify-
ing downtown is Montrose, one of
the nation’s largest and most visible

Toopees is especially popular with
lesbians.

Homey and affordable, the Lovett
Inn has long been Houston’s most
queer-popular lodging. Rooms are
done with a tasteful mix of antiques
and reproductions, and in back, a
pool and hot tub are given privacy by
rows of box hedges. Bars and restau-
rants are within walking distance.

Few American cities are better
suited to the needs of budget queer
adventurers than liberal Austin, one
of the fastest-growing communities in
the country and home to what
Fortune magazine rated America’s
fifth most knowledgeable work force.

The presence of the University of

Texas accounts for much

queer enclaves, and a haven of
restored homes, rowdy and rollicking
gay bars, and trendy restaurants and
coffeehouses.

This is one city where meager
funds still entitle you to some of the
finest cooking around.

The queer-popular Fox Diner, on
the northern edge of Montrose, offers
friendly service, a chic setting, and
such sublime creations as warm-
grilled tuna steak with tomato-cala-
mata olive relish.

A terrific option for excellent cafe
fare, exotic beers, and tasty coffees is
Toopees, a funky java house with
vinyl booths, Formica tables, and
other retro decorating touches. A low-
intensity alternative to the bars,

of Austin’s appeal — it
enrolls 50,000 students,
and many decide to stay
here once they graduate.
It’s no coincidence that
the pop term “slacker”
was coined here a few
years back, when an
amusing, low-budget doc-
umentary on the city’s
brightest and youngest
do-nothings achieved cult
status.

One of the many cheap
eateries that appeals to
both the indigent and the
well-heeled is Guero’s, an
old South Austin feed
store turned divy taque-
ria. Here you’ll find some
of the best Mexican fare in
town, ranging from stan-
dard but artfully seasoned
enchiladas and tamales to
more innovative creations
like marinated grilled
pork on a corn tortilla
with onions, cilantro, and fresh
pineapple.

Nearby, the Magnolia Cafe is a
local landmark with an eclectic menu
that’s especially strong on breakfast;
try the solar landscape (seasoned
grilled potatoes, red onions, and ham
topped with queso and chipotle
sauce).

In the increasingly trendy Hyde
Park neighborhood, Mother’s is a
dyke-popular vegetarian restaurant
known for such surprisingly robust
meatless specialties as tofu lasagna,
mushroom stroganoff, and veggie
rancheros.

The roomy well-maintained
Radisson Town Lake, which over-
looks the Colorado River and is with-

in walking distance of gay nightlife, is
one of the best values in Austin.

Gay-owned and cheaper than any
hotel, the Summit House is an infor-
mal B&B in a pleasant residential
neighborhood just south of down-
town. Accommodations are modest
but full of character, filled with local
art and a few antiques.

About an hour’s drive south of
Austin, San Antonio has the least pro-
nounced gay scene of America’s
largest cities, but a trip to Texas is not
complete without a foray into this
decidedly Western and thoroughly
multicultural metropolis, known for
its well-preserved historic downtown
(home of the Alamo), stunning river
walk, and excellent parks and muse-
ums.

San Antonio has an excellent gay-
popular guest house with rooms fit
for any budget.

For many years the women-owned
Painted Lady has been a hit with
members of our community, who
appreciate its walking distance to
downtown, reasonable rates, and dra-
matic yellow exterior offset by green
balconies and white Doric columns.

The queerest budget dining is
found north of downtown, in the
neighborhoods of Alamo Heights,
Monte Vista, and Olmos Park, which
is also where you'll find much of the
city’s queer nightlife.

It's not dirt cheap, but moderately
priced La Fogata is worth the slight
splurge for one of the most authentic
Mexican dining experiences in Texas:
The menu draws on both local Texas-
influenced recipes and on interior
Mexican ones - a favorite is the
smoky and sizzling chile poblano al
carbon (poblano pepper stuffed with
chicken and cheese and cooked under
charcoal flame).

When you need a cheap and filling
break from bar-hopping, drop by Earl
Abel’s, a tacky diner where doting
waitresses race around serving up
plates of cornmeal-battered catfish,
fried chicken, and coconut pie. The
place fills up nightly with old ladies
with big Texas hair — not to mention
parading drag queens with equally
big Texas hair. It's sometimes hard to
tell them apart.

ducer of the controversial drama
Nothing Sacred, which deals with a
Catholic priest who struggles with his
faith.

Richard Kramer says ABC refused
to air an episode of the show which
dealt with a priest who contracts
AIDS. The show was originally sup-
posed to air after the pilot but was
held by the network. It was held over
twice more, Kramer says, until ABC
finally shelved it for good, although
execs won't confirm, saying the show
is simply not yet sched-

uled to air.

ABC was applauded
late last year after
renewing the show for
the rest of the ‘98 season
despite right-wing boy-
cotts and advertiser
flight. But, like Ellen, the
show is headed for hia-
tus.

When it returns,
Nothing Sacred will
again occupy the 9 p.m.

Drawn closer to Radha through their shared household
duties, Sita's sensual presence and excitable nature ignites emo-
tion and feelings in Radha repressed long ago, and it is just a
matter of time before they fall in love and set the house and
screen on fire. Deepa Mehta has taken taboos of Indian society
and given them a gloriously vivid cinematic treatment.

BROADWAY DAMAGE

This film is a hugely enjoyable romantic comedy. The story
revolves around the ambitions and loves of three eager,
wide-eyed young dreamers trying to become a success in
Manhattan. There is Marc, a recent NYU grad and would-
be actor; his mop-headed best friend and aspiring musical
comedy composer Robert; and Marc's ditsy Greenwich
Village roommate Cynthia, an exuberant shopaholic who
would do anything to get magazine editor Tina Brown to
return her calls. Trouble arises when Marc falls hard for
sexy aspiring rock singer David, and Cynthia and Robert
are forced to look adult realities straight in the eye.

LATE BLOOMERS

Sisters Julia and Gretchen Dyer's delightfully romantic com-
ing-out love story is certain to be one of the high points of
this year's festival. Set in all-American suburbia, the come-
dy-drama is set in Eleanor B. Roosevelt High School where
Dinah, a gangly fortysomething math teacher and basketball
coach, becomes friends with the cute but doughy Carly, the
school secretary. Romance triumphs over all adversities as
the two women throw caution to the wind and fall passion-
ately in love with each other. The invigoratingly tender and
refreshingly romantic nature of the two women's relationship
that will stay with you long after the movie ends.

GREEN PLAID SHIRT

An endearing and sincere drama that chronicles the ten-year
life of a gay relationship. Back in 1978 everything seemed
possible.
