Here are the results of the Citizens for Consti­

tutional Rights (CCR) poll of the legislative candidates 
in the 1980 Arizona primary elections, September 9. Letters 
containing the following three questions were sent to every 
candidate who had filed for a State or Federal legislative 
office -

1. WOULD YOU SUPPORT LEGISLATION BANNING DIS­
CRIMINATION AGAINST GAY/LESBIAN PEOPLE?
(Consistent with the Civil Rights Act of
1964 as it relates to Black people).

2. WILL YOU VOTE TO SUPPORT THE EQUAL RIGHTS 
AMENDMENT (ERA)?

3. WOULD YOU SUPPORT LEGISLATION ENTIRELY 
DECRIMINALIZING PRIVATE SEXUAL BEHAVIOR 
AMONG CONSENTING ADULTS.

213 questionaires were maild and 67 responses 
have been received as of the deadline for putting these 
results together. The tabulation of these results shows 
only those candidates who responded with at least one 
affirmative answer and these are grouped by party, as 
the primaries run along party lines. (You may vote only 
for candidates of the party in which you are registered in 
the primary).

Y means the candidate answered the question "Yes1’.
N means the candidate answered the question "No".
- means the candidate answered the questioir with

an ambiguous response or did not answer the
specific question at all.

Remember only those candidates who responded with 
at least one yes are listed here. All others either did

not respond or answered "NO" to all three questions. As you 
can see from the poll the Democratic Party is 79% for Gay 
equality and 21% is against. The Republican Partyis 25% 
for Gay equality and 75% against, and is dramatically more 
homophobic that two years ago!

The results of this poll show the need for all 
Gay people to work and vote for the candidates who support 
our rights.

F a l w e l l  i n d i c a t e s
p o s s i b l e  s u p p o r t  f o r  G a y s

WASHINGTON, DC - kev. Jerry Falwell, well-known television 
evangelist and head of the Moral Majority (one of the 
national anti-Gay lobbies), stated, in an article in the 
Washington VoAt (Aug. 24, 1980), that he could be for civil 
rights for homosexuals. The Gay Rights National Lobby 
(GRNL) immediately congratulated Rev. Falwell on his 
apparent reversal on the issue and challenged him to follow 
through on his statement by supporting the national Gay/ 
Lesbian civil rights legislation, H.R. 2074 and S. 2081.
Rev. Falwell, in the Washington Po¿£ article on the emer­
gence of evangelical political power, stated, "I think we 
can certainly be for the civil rights of homosexuals with­
out condoning their lifestyle. . .1 have no objection to a 
homosexual teaching in the public classroom as long as that 
homosexual is not flaunting his lifestyle or soliciting 
students. I would say the same about a promiscuous hetero­
sexual.”

The Gay Rights National Lobby expressed astonish­
ment and skepticism at Falwellfs statement, but did not 
hesitate on the matter. GRNL Executive Director Steve 
Endean sent ’'letters to the Editor” to the major metro­
politan dailies to congratulate Rev. Falwell on his apparent 
reversal on the issue. Endeanfs letter indicated that he 
shared Falwell’s apparent view that support for Gay civil 
rights and the condoning of the lifestyle were separate and 
distinct matters. Endean called on Rev. Falwell, and his 
organization ’’Moral Majority” to support H.R. 2074 and 
S. 2081, the national Gay civil rights legislation, saying, 
’’Such support and possible testimony on behalf of the legis­
lation at Congressional Hearings would go far toward ful- 
filling the assertion that you too "love the homosexuals.”

A telegram to Rev. Falwell, by the GRNL, suggested 
a face-to-face meeting to discuss support for the legis­
lation. "We had been under the perhaps mistaken impression," 
the telegram read, "that you were unalterably opposed to 
civil rights for homosexuals, and would therefore oppose 
national legislation to ensure such civil rights. However 
your statement appears to indicate far more flexibility in 
your position on the matter. We would like to suggest a 
direct dialogue on the issue —  a dialogue we believe would 
be informative and beneficial for all concerned."

Paul Kuntzler, a GRNL Board member, expressed 
severe doubts about Fallwell's statement indicating any real 
change of policy. He pointed out that the statement was 
made in an article in which Rev. Falwell repeatedly attemted 
to assure the public that he was not intolerant or a "hard- 
right" winger. Kuntzler, however, agreed that the Gay Rights 
national Lobby should pursue the matter to assist in edu­
cation on the legislation.

B a l t i m o r e  r i g h t s  d e f e a t e d

BALTIMORE - The Baltimore City Council voted 12-6 against a 
Gay rights bill that would have outlawed discrimination on 
the job, in housing on the basis of sexual preference.. 
Originally a majority of the Council members had sponsored 
the bill. But under the intense pressure of the right-wing 
religious figures who campaigned for the "laws of nature" 
and the "rights of the employers" several council members 
c anged their votes. The three public hearings held on the 
case, however, provided a forum to expose Lesbian and Gay 
oppression in Baltimore. It was the first time that Lesbian 
and Gay rights were made a mass issue here. Hundreds 
attended the hearings and provided moving testimony on anti-

bigotry. Dozens of Lesbians and Gay men testified at 
the hearings.

GAY POLI CEMAN FI RED
MESA, AZ - A Mesa police detective 
told his superiors he was a homosexual. 
Despite his good work record, he was 
fired. Detective Steve Horn, 30, a 
four-year veteran at the Mesa Police 
Department was fired by Mesa Police 
Chief Joe Quigley for violating Ari­
zona Statutes outlawing lewd and 
lacifious behavior.

Horn, a narcotics detective 
with a good work record, said he 
decided against resigning and "walking 
away from the situation". He con­
tacted the American Civil Liberties 
Union in Phoenix to discuss filing 
a discrimination suit, and appealed 
his dismissal to the Personal Appeals 
Board. The Board is scheduled to 
make a decision on Horn's appeal in 
early September.

He said, according to the 
Mesa Tfv ibam , "after living with 
this as long as I have, I've come to 
the point of view where I believe 
I'm as good as anybody else —  just 
because I'm difference doesn't give 
anybody the right to discriminate 
against me." by  Mat BeAnAt&tn 
S u n d a y C h t l d .

FI RST WOMAN CATHOLI C PRI EST?
VAN NUYS, CA (GCN) - Nancy Ledins has 
celebrated four Masses in the last 15 
months, one alone and three in a semi­
private setting. The Roman Catholic 
Masses were without a doubt "irregular'* 
and "illicit," but possibly "valid," to 
use church parlance. Why? Because 
Nancy Ledins is the former Father 
William Griglak, holder of a Ph.D. in 
psychology at Catholic University, 
who resigned the priesthood in 1969 
and last year underwent a sex change 

operation.
According to the Los Angeles 

Lúneó, Ledins, 47, might be the first 
woman priest in Roman Catholid history 
in a technical sense, since she never 
sought to be returned officially to 
lay status, has never been summarily 
notified of such by the church, and, by 
the usual understanding of church law, 
is still a^priest - although not a 
legally functioning one.

First of all, Ledins said she 
is not pressing the point. Not long 
after the operation, she said she 
turned down a request to say Mass for a 
women's group looking for a new way to 
press for change in church law banning 
women from ordination. In addition, 
three Catholic priests versed in church 
law and contacted by the noted
that practically speaking she is not 
a functional priest. All three have 
also wondered about whether the church 
would have to consider a person like 
Ledins as a woman since she would not 
have all the female internal organs, 
such as uterus and ovaries.

Ledins today is involved in 
two other part-time careers: one in 
electrolysis, permanent removal of 
hair; and the other in research about 

transsexualism. How much of the priest 
is still in Ledins? "Quite a bit," she 
tole the Ttme¿ . I still have that 
feeling to be wanting to minister to 

people."

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W h y  G A Y  p e o p le  d o n 't  c o u n t  in Ar izo n a !!!

One of the more amazing changes in the American 
political scene during the past few years is the increasing 
power wielded by Gay voters in a few American cities and 
states.

Interestingly, this power doesn’t necessarily follow 
merely from the high visibility of Lesbians and Gay men or 
their increased acceptance in a community.

Why is this so?

The answer is a five letter word: M-O-N-E-Y!

American political campaigns, now more than ever, 
consume vast sums of money. Consequently, the people who 
provide the bucks are increasingly able to exert control over 
the candidates they support. Ironically, as more laws are 
passed to insure that just a few rich men can no longer 
secretly put their candidate into office, special-interest 
groups now provide alternate sources of cash, and thus assume 
the power that was previously preempted by the establish­
ment. This is important for Gay power!

Where Gay people have learned this lesson, they in­
fluence elections. In places where they limit their spend­
ing to purchases in botiques, real estate investments, and 
other pursuits of happiness, they get ignored!

In Washington, DC, Gay people helped elect a mayor* 
The new mayor now listens, and DC is a pretty fine place in 
which to be Gay.

In Seattle and San Francisco, Gay organizations can 
mobilize voters. Consequently, those cities are increasingly 
livable for Lesbians and Gay men.

The Gay-rights oriented Metropolitan Election 
Committee of Los Angeles (MECLA) riased over $100,000 for 
distribution to friendly candidates in the last round of 
elections. Now their fund-raisers are regularly attended 
by the Mayor, City Council* members and congressional candi­

dates.
In Arizona, Gay people just don’t seem to give a

damn.

Being homosexual per se is not illegal in Arizona. 
But virtually every form of physical contact enjoyed by 
Lesbians and Gay men (as well as by many straight people)
IS illegal. And this situation is likely to remain un­
changed until our lawmakers are made to take note of us, 
and are pressured into changing things.

In the upcoming round of elections, several legis­
lative candidates have been willing to seek support from the 
Gay community, and one U.S. Senate candidate is on record 
as being sympathetic to Gay issues. (The two people running 
against Marge Ollson in the District 7 Democratic State 
Representative race should get our support whether they want 

it or not!)

But that support needs to be known, and it needs 
to be identified. If the financial status of some of the 
candidates recently covered by AGN is any clue, things 
could turn our pretty grim for Arizona Gay people next 
Tuesday.

In most cases, of course it’s not possible to 
identify Gay money. That may be understandable, but it’s 
also a damn shame. Some Gay money, however, is identi­
fiable, and the results aren’t encouraging.

A strong pitch was made a few weeks ago in AGN for 
District 9 Democratic State Senate candidate Carlos Gonzales, 
So far, we’ve seen no evidence that article has made any 
change in his chance for success.

A similar pitch was made a week or so later for 
Democratic State Representative candidate Doug Shakel 
(District 10). That one included a plea for funds. Last 
week Shakel filed the required pre-primary financial state­
ment with the Secretary of State and it shows he has so far 
raised about $2,000 in a campaign that would cost about 
$5,000 to run well. Shakel claims he knows where most of 
his money has come from. Allowing the most generous 
interpretation, the combined total from sources of unknown 
nature and from sourrces positively identified as Gay is 
less than $45!

It has been argued that politicians are only in­
terested in USING the Gay community, and they will abandon 
us after they get elected. This is a distince possibility.
On the other hand, maybe WE can use some of the politicians! 
But not like this. If we can’t produce more clout to help 
elect the few who express interest in us, why should they 
attend to us at all?

What is it worth to us, anyway?

How much did you spend last month on records?
On clothes? How much are you willing to shell out for a 
hot date, or a heavy seduction attempt. How much did you 
drop on that last teip to Vegas? to San Diego? to San 
Francisco?

Isn’t it worth at least SOME of that money to get 
a friend or two elected to the legislature? In the U.S. 
Senate? As a Justice of the Peace?

Wouldn’t THAT be a lot cheaper than a night or 
two in the clink? Or lawyers’ fees to defend you against a 
sodomy arrest?

It could well be a case of "pay now" or "pay later". 
But the price LATER will probably be more expensive, and it 
might not be for the same thing you could have had sooner, 
and for much less cost.

Get off your ass and get out those bucks!

BOSTON, MA (GCN) - "So I showed him by GCW press pass and 
he said, 'Oh no, we're not letting any freaky people from 
any freaky newspaper in here.'" These are the words of 
GCWs news editor, Denise Sudell, describing the reaction 
of Boston police officer "John"McDonald to her attempt to 
to enter the U.S. Post Office and Courthouse to cover a 
bail hearing at which some Gay anti-draft demonstrators 
were being arraigned on charges of trespassing.

Sudell and National Gay News, Inc., publishers of 
GCW, are suing McDonald, as well as Police Commissioner 
Joseph Jordan and the city of Boston for violation of her 
right of freedom of the press. (Since it is not yet 
illegal in Boston to discriminate against someone on the 
basis of sexual or affectional preference or their type of 
employment, they are not suing on those bases.) The suit 
asks $10,000 compensatory and $10,000 punitive damages.
The suit reads that McDonald "acted maliciously and with ill 
will toward (Sudell) in that he knew or should have known 
that there was no basis upon which to deprive her of her 
right to gather news at the bail hearing, but discriminated 
against her because he perceived her to be a homosexual or 

to work for a homosexual newspaper.

The suit also asserts that Jordan, the Boston 

Police Department and the city of Boston have a policy or 
custom of harassing or discriminating against GCW, citing 
expulsion of a GCW reporter from the Boston Public Library 
last March while he was attempting to gather information 
about arrests of men in the lavatories there. John Ward, 
attorney for Sudell, commented, "The reason that this 
happens consistently is that the people responsible think 
they can get away with it....they don’t treat GCW reporters 
with respect as they would any other member of the press. 
We'll have to keep filing suits until they•take GCW 

seriously.

It was said that when she sank the blues her voice 
was likened to a purple flame. Both men and women succumbed 
to her charms. Her list of lovers reads like a who’s who 
of the best of Broadway, such illuminaries as Tallulah 
Bankhead, Jeanne Eagels and Montgomery Clift.

Libby Holman was not what one could say was a 
i beautiful woman, but she has a presence that did make 
people sit up and take notice, Libby’s pastimes included 
such things as indulging in every kind of drug known to 
mankind; secret parties that were exclusively for women. 
Anything she loved seemed to end up in utter tragedy, like 
the death of famed actress Jeanne Eagels from an overdose 
of chloral hydrate to her first husband - teenaged million­
aire tobacco heir Z. Smith Reynolds of self-inflicted gun­
shot wounds. She would be charged with his murder but 
was later acquitted. This tragedy would haunt her through 

the rest of her life.
Her second husband, Ralph Holmes, a latent homo- 

|sexual, would suffer the same fate of her beloved Jeanne 
Eagels. Her own son would later have a tragic accident 
that would take his life at the age of 17. Libby, herself,
|would take her own life in 1971 at the age of 65. Death 

by carbon monoxide.

But her strangest love affair would be with 
¡Montgomery Clift, who’s death would be called the longest 
suicide on record. The book’s author Milt Machlin, takes 
the reader on a tour of the speakeasies of Harlem to the 
|bedrooms of some of the most famous starts of the century, 
to all-night drug parties and back again to the private, 
(hellish world that was exclusively Libby Holman. At $2.75 
a good, gossipy reading, that tells you all the lowdown on 
a woman who sought to conquer to the point of self- 

destruction.

ANTI - GAY NYC COUNCI LMEN I NDI CTED
NEW YORK, NY (Scene) - Two long-time 
opponents of equal rights fér Gays have 
been indicted by Grand Juries on sep­
arate counts of tax fraud and theft of 
State money., City Councilman Eugene 
D. Mastropieri of Queens was indicted 
on charges of tax fraud, forcing him 
to resign from the City Council, where 
his annual salary was $35,000. In 
July, Conservative Party Councilman- 
at-large Vince Riccio of Brooklyn was 
charged with hàVing stolen $13,000 
from state funds by putting phantom 
employees on the payrolls.

Roth Mastropieri and Riccio 
were instrumental in the 1978 defeat 
of a municipal law that would have 
guaranteed equal rights for Gays.
Said Riccio of his indictment, ”1 
didn't do anything in Albany more 
than what the other politicians did.”

PHONY COPS STALK BOSTON T- ROOMS
BOSTON, MA (BAR) - Cashing in on the 
vice squad’s fine record of surveil­
lance, several men in the Boston area 
have been impersonating police 
officers to extory money from Gay 
men in public restrooms. When 
approached for sex, the con men iden­
tify themselves as police officers and 
"arrest" the unsuspecting victim. "On 
the way downtown" the would-be-cops 
agree to drop the charges against the 
man in exchange for large sums of 
cash.

According to Boston Mayor 
Kevin White's liaison to the Gay 
community, Robin McCormack, the con 
artists have gotten as much as $30,000 
from some of their victims.

TALLAHASSEE, FL (TWN) - Arson has struck yet another MCC 
church. A fire, deliberately set, damaged portions of 
Tallahassee?s Metropolitan Community Church (MCC), in late 
July, according to Rev. Joseph Gilbert. Gilbert, who last 
week assumed his new duties as pastor of the MCC Church 
was in Orlando at the time of the fire. Returning immedi­
ately, Gilbert found the fire had caused several thousand 
dollars worth of damage to office equipment and furniture at 
the MCC location.

According to a spokesperson for the Tallahassee 
Police Department, a suspect entered an open window of the 
building and set fire in a bedroom of the parsonage area 
and in the sanctuary. Smoke coming from the rear bedroom 
window at 7:00 in the morning altered neighbors to call the 
fire department. Rev. Robert W. Angell, outgoing worship 
coordinator, on the eve of his departure to new duties in 
Springfield, Missouri, had received a phone call from a 
man who said he was going to "burn Angell alive".

Tallahassee police say Angell believes the caller 
and apparent arsonist are the same person. Police have that 
man in custody. He was arrested while hitchhiking on the 
streets of Tallahassee. The suspect first made contact 
with MCC on the day of the "March on Tallahassee". Rev. 
Gilbert reports that most of the damage to the site can 
be corrected with cleaning and painting. Some damage to 
the floors took place and many of the facility’s windows 
will have to be replaced, HQwever, Gilbert reports that 
the Tallahassee congregation, located in the birthplace of 
MCC’s founder Rev. Troy D, Perry, is not going away and 

"will be involved in calling together a strong-faith 
community able to hold up its head to the slings and arrows 

the local religious right-wing".

ST PAUL, MN (UpDate) - Ten local residents have pledged 
to put Gay rights back before the City Council, and if 
need be, before the voters again, following months of 
police inaction on anti-Gay harassment. Publisher and Editor 
of the GLC l/Osice, Tim Campbell, reports that $500 has been 
pledged arising out of the trials of St. Paul residents Don 
Keys and David Cashman. Cashman and Keys are what you might 
call the model Gay couple. Both steadily employed, in a 
relationship for over four years. Active in civic affairs. 
Shortly after the defeat of the St. Paul Gay rights ordin­
ance by voters in 1977, Keys and Cashman bought a duplex. 
Verbal harassment began the day they moved in.

On Saturday, June 28, the eve of Gay pride cele­
brations in Minneapolis, the couple’s home was surrounded 
by shouting, angry neighbors. Two men flashing knives 
threatened to "Kill your fag ass," tore posts off the front 
lawn fence, threw them through the front window, climbed 
the fence and headed toward the house. Keys called the 
St. Paul police for the fourth time, was told that an 
officer claimed he was in front of the house dispatching 
from his radio, although there was no one in sight. Keys 
hung up the phone, took a collector’s revolver equipped 
only to fire blanks from the bedroom, and defended his 
home from the front door. Four squad cars eventually 
arrived on the scene. Officers Gritzmacher and Walsh 
barged into the couples home and arrested Keys on four 
counts of aggravated assault. They also arrested Ramon 
Perez, about 35, for malicious damage to property but failed 
to arrest the knife wielder, about 20, who was still at the 
scene.

Officers left the scene while the angry crowd 
was still gathered around the house without dispersing 
them, leaving Cashman in the building alone. Keys says he 
has called the police to his home about a variety of in­
cidents, threats, car tire slashings, thefts from the car, 
nine times in the three years they have been there. No one 
has ever been charged.

DI SCO NI GHTLY FROM 9: 00 P. M.
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" CALI GULA"  RULED NOT OBSCENE
BOSTON, MA (UpDate) - Despite scenes 
of sex and violence as graphic as 
’’Cruising”, the $17 million movie 
’’Caligula” is not obscene, a Boston 
Municipal Court judged August 1.
Judge Harry Elam said in his written 
verdict that the movie has political 
value even though it depicts sexual 
acts and appeals to a purient interest.
He acquitted Penthouse International 
which produced the movie, and the 
Sack theater chain, where it was shown, 
of charges of disseminating obscene 
matter. The judge said the movie 
contains the theme that "absolute 
power corrupts absolutely.”

"The Commonwealth failed to 
prove beyond a reasonable doubt that 
the film "Caligula" lacks serious 
political value. Roy Grutman, the 
Penthouse lawyer, had arg led that the 
movie was a historically accurate 
study of power in ancient Rome, while 
Asst. Dist. Attorney Timothy O ’Neill 
said the graphic sex scenes made the 
film obviously obscene. The two hour,
46 minute movie, which stars Peter 
0 ’Tool, was seized by vice squad 
detectives last month. The film 
recounts the torture and sexual 
abuse during the reign of Caligula 
in ancient Rome.

PENN.  HOUSE OUTLAWS POPPERS
HARRISBURG, PA (UpDate) - Butyl 
Nitrate or "poppers" will be classi­
fied with heroin as a Schedule 1 
drug if HB 2211 is also passed by 
the Pennsylvania Senate after quietly 
passing the House 180-2 without 
debate. Legislators say they 
thought it was just another drug, 
but now vow to bottle up the bill 
in the Senate. If adopted, 
possession of Butyl would be a mis­
demeanor and passing it to someone 
else would be a felony punishable 
by $15,000 fine and up to five years 
in prison. The Senate will not 
address the matter until after 
reconvening September 15.
